ABOUT THE 2 DAY TRAINING
A 2 day workshop will be offered in Northern Tasmania to Allied Health Professionals state wide. The training provided will be beneficial to professionals providing services to children and young people who have experienced abuse related trauma.  The training will be undertaken in an integrated and collaborative partnership with the Family Violence Counselling & Support Service - Children & Young Person’s Program and Child & Adolescent Mental Health Service.  

The information presented will focus on advanced skill development for staff working with traumatised children.  This will include exploring the concept of trauma in the context of children’s experiences of violence and abuse.  The two day seminar will also explore the most recent research on the impact of abuse related trauma on brain development, provide a framework for understanding the consequences of abuse for a child’s cognitive, social and emotional functioning and explore implications for practice.  Participants will explore specific and practical strategies for promoting recovery for children.  

Opportunities to exchange information between participants and establish collaborative partnerships between services working with children and young people will be a component of this program.
